CCISD improves web communications

The restructuring of Clear Creek
Independent School District’s website,
www.ccisd.net, is in response to the
district’s strategic goal of improving
communication with the community.
CCISD’s website provides a quick path to
the most current district information.

“More and more people are relying on
the Internet. The district is using its website
to involve parents and the community in
the education process and improve
communications among all constituents.
Many parents have instant access to the
Internet from work and/or home, allowing
them to be connected to the district 24 hours
a day, seven days a week. In fact, the
district site averages about 37,000 hits a
month, proving it to be a valuable
resource,” said Glynis Sawyer, Executive
Director of Technology.

Under the supervision and direction of
committee members, the district recently
began transforming its website into a
content-rich, database-driven medium;
providing parents and students with
information and interactive options. For
example, users can access schedules and
agendas for School Board meetings,
student code of conduct, academic
information, lunch menus and football
schedules. The community at large has
access to the latest information the district
provides.

Community Benefits

Community visitors can take virtual
school tours, participate in surveys, and pay
their tax bills. District news and

information are posted on the home page
resembling a newspaper layout, which
allows people to find information quickly.
Also, the website features district events,
operations and projects. The
communication power of the district’s web-
site was evident when a call for volunteers
to revitalize the CCISD’s stadium was made
via the web. The turnout was in part due to
the web notice.

Parent Tools

The latest update to the district’s online
offerings is the “Teaching & Learning”
section. This section includes links to an
overview of the curriculum from Pre-K to
grade 12. The curriculum overview informs
parents about how educators expect student
learning to develop throughout a student’s
career. Parents can follow their child’s
educational plan from preschool to high
school graduation. The overview also
includes helpful links and supporting
documents relevant to curriculum and
instruction.

Parents can keep up-to-date with their
child’s school activities. Each campus has
its own website providing information
about programs and meetings for parents.
Currently, the district is preparing to pilot
a student/parent portal provided by K12
Planet. This web portal will give parents
and students access to grades, assignments,
attendance and calendar information. All
information is password protected. Some
secondary schools will begin using the
parent site this school year. All secondary
schools will implement the site in 2004 -

2005 school year. Elementary schools are
currently in the planning phase.

“Qur intent is to provide many av-
enues for parents to be more involved in
their child’s educational process. The in-
troduction of the parent portal will not re-
place traditional parent-teacher confer-
ences,” Sawyer said.

Teacher Access

The new employee intranet is the latest
benefit for the district staff. The portal is a
centralized location where employees can
access information, documents and online
tools. An added benefit allows increased
communication between teachers and
parents. Parents will be able to access real-
time data through a secure Internet site.

Launching the intranet is the first step
to connect all district systems. Intranet fea-
tures include the ability to view adminis-
tration calendars, change passwords, main-
tain online notes, and develop “To Do” lists.
In the future, the intranet site will include
online folders that allow employees to ac-
cess files and documents from home. Web
forums will be implemented to expand
communication by offering a place to ex-
change “Best Practices” with other employ-
ees in real-time.

“The website is an ongoing process,”
Sawyer said. “The district continuously re-
views new features and tools beneficial to
students, parents and teachers. The
district’s goal is to keep the lines of com-
munication open between the community,
parents and students.”
